Course Objectives:
 

1. To help students have a meaningful educational experience, and to prepare them for the challenges they may face as a leader of Young Marines. 

2. The Young Marines attending this school becomes a better rounded leader.

3. Upon Completion of this course the Young Marines attending returns to their unit with valuable knowledge to pass on to others.

Requirements:   

1. Maintain a “C” average or higher in your school to attend this Junior and Senior Leadership courses.

2. You must have a current passing PFT score.

3. Be in good physical condition (not sick, or injured).

4. Must have a letter of recommendation from your Commanding Officer.

5. At least 6 - 12 months time in grade as a junior Leader. 

6. Be willing to attend this course and abided by its rules, the Young Marine attending must not have any disciplinary problems in their unit.

7. Attend and participate in each class, and to complete all assignments, readings and homework.

8. You must have a good understanding of Young Marine knowledge.

9. Be at least 12 years of age (11 is the lowest we will go by CO’s recommendation only).
